BMX Jumps at Ripley – Insurance Perspective:- 
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Dear Ms Doughty, 
 

We thank you for your email below in connection with a BMX facility. We detail below our 
standard information�

 
We would advise that we would require any ramps, jumps etc. to be designed, manufactured 
and installed by professional contractors who have experience in this type of leisure activity and 
who carry their own Public Liability insurance.  All such obstacles must conform to any relevant 
safety guidelines. This would be irrespective of the height or type of material. 

 
We would suggest that the Council obtain the advices of either the National Playing Fields 
Association or the British Cycling Federation or RoSPA  

 
We would require that the area is inspected professionally on an annual basis to ensure that it 
continues to meet current safety standards and on a weekly basis by a member of the Council to 
ensure that there are no obvious hazards such as glass, litter, vandalised items, or that any 
unauthorised elements have not been added by the children. 

 
In addition the Council must display a notice to the effect that helmets, elbow and knee pads 
must be worn. 

 
The area must either be solely for this purpose, or if sited on a recreation ground then it must be 
adequately fenced from other activities or areas where the public may be walking.  

 
Providing the Council are SOLELY responsible for the maintenance and upkeep of this area and 
its mounds/jumps, and that the foregoing is strictly adhered to, then the Public Liability section of 
the Policy will extend to cover the Council's legal liabilities for injury and/or loss or damage to 
third party property.  Cover is subject to the terms, conditions and exclusions of the Policy and 
the Limit of Indemnity of £5,000,000. There would be no additional charge for this cover. 

 
We trust that this clarifies matters but please do not hesitate to contact us if you have any further 
queries. 

 
Clerk to reply to insurance company – advise that these are a series of earth ramps and mounds with 
no concrete or metal construction.  Request that they reconsider these terms and recommendations. 
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There followed a 10 minute parishioner’s question time.    
 
Cllr Bicker requested that a course fee of £25 be reimbursed.  Agreed.
