Traffic is major
Headache for
Village!

The speed of traffic along the
—  — Brize Norton Road and the
Burford Road is a big worry — especially for those who live along these
roads. The Parish Council is attempting to tackle the problem in the Brize
Norton Road, but something more will need to be done to slow the Burtord
Road traffic to 40 mph. Heavy Goods Vehicles on the Brize Norton Road
and across the River Windrush Bridge are also seen as problems. The
Steering Committee for the Action Plan has already told Oxfordshire
County Council about the level of HGY concern in the Village and
asked that this is fed into the major Transport Network Review Study
now in progress. But don’t expect much to happen as a result of this! In
Minster Lovell, there are many legitimate HGV users. and thus any
‘restrictions” are alimost impossible to enforce.

On the Burford Road, however, there was strong support (304 people) for
some control on the junction of the Brize Norton Road and the B4047. A

mini roundabout, for example, would not only make the junction safer. but
would also have the benefit of forcing the B4047 waffic to slow down. An
Action is therefore to press the County Council for a mini roundabout

at the junction.

One-Way System down to
Bridge a popular idea.

The second most popular “traffic management’ idea
is the One-way system, supported by 301 residents.
The reason, of course. is that it is seen as a way of
keeping the traffic away from the pavement on
School Hi“ and thus safer for pedestrians. An Action will be fo urge the
County Council to introduce either the one way system or else another
effective measure to make School Hill safer for pedestrians.
